Dear Parents/Guardians of Homeschooled Students: 
Following the mandates of WV Code 18-8-1, the person or persons who are providing home instruction to a student are required to obtain an assessment of the student’s academic progress in the subjects of reading, language, mathematics, science and social studies on or before the thirtieth day of June of each year, submitting the results for grades 3, 5, 8 and 11 by that deadline.  If a student’s academic progress has been assessed and results have not been submitted by the thirtieth of June, the Attendance Director must be contacted to show documentation of the assessment taking place before the deadline.

There are four options to consider when determining which assessment you will use to evaluate your child’s academic progress: 
1.) You may choose to submit a written narrative provided by a certified teacher who has reviewed a portfolio of samples of the child’s work in each subject of reading, language, mathematics. Science and social studies.  The narrative shall note progress in each subject area as well as need for improvement or remediation.  It is your obligation to find a certified teacher to evaluate the portfolio.

2.) You may choose to have your child take a nationally normed standardized achievement test administered under the conditions as set forth by the published instructions of the selected test in the subjects of reading, language, mathematics, science, and social studies.  The publication date of the chosen test shall not be more than ten years prior to the date of the administration of the test.  

3.) The child may complete an alternative academic assessment of proficiency that is mutually agreed upon by the parent or legal guardian and the county superintendent or designee.  

4.) The child participates in the testing program currently in use in the state’s public schools, the WV General Summative Assessment (WVGSA) for grades 3-8 and 11 only.  Home schooled students who opt to participate in the WVGSA must pre-register through the county testing coordinator’s office by February 7, 2024. Late registration will not be available.  After registration, the principal of the school within the student’s attendance area will provide more specific information regarding the schedule and other details for testing.  
The assessment windows for grades 3-8 will open in April 2024. 
	Grade 3-8 will be administered in the spring of 2024 for ELA and Math 

(Science will only be administered for grades 5 & 8)

Grades 9 and 10 will not be administered a test

Grade 11 will be administered the SAT test in April 2024
